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[bookmark: _Toc400361366][bookmark: _Toc443397156]A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching.
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
Children will be given a pack of work suitable for their own ability. The work will include a variety of activities including English and Mathematics. 
All children in the school have access to electronic learning materials set by the class teacher via Microsoft Teams. Every child has a personal log in and access to Office 365. Learning will be uploaded every day; children will be expected to complete the tasks at home to the best of their ability. The work can be accessed through the ‘posts’ and ‘assignment’ sections of Microsoft Teams.

Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?

We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. Sometimes we are required to make some adaptations in the delivery of the subjects. For example, we use online teaching videos from a range of places such as The National Oak Academy, Letters and Sounds phonics and White Rose Mathematics. Teachers will choose high quality and appropriate lessons and assignments will be set by the class teacher and all teaching staff will give feedback to the children to assess and extend the children’s understanding to ensure sequential learning takes place, building on prior learning.



Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:
	Early Years Foundation Stage (Two Year old Provision, Nursery and Reception)
	All children are set daily learning activity sessions. It is expected that the total number of hours of learning is between 1 and 3 hours per day. Reception children receive a mathematics task, differentiated phonics task, and a creative / PSHE activity every day. In Nursery and Tinies children receive a range of activities including story time, practical games and songs. 

	Key Stage 1
	All children are set at least three learning sessions each day. It is expected that the total number of hours of learning is between 1 and 3 hours per day. This time includes reading, worksheets, writing tasks, quizzes, online activities such as TT Rock Stars or Phonics Play

	Key Stage 2
	All children are set at least four learning sessions each day. It is expected that the total number of hours of learning is between 2 and 4 hours per day. This time includes reading, worksheets, writing tasks, quizzes, and online activities such as TT Rock Stars or Reading Plus.



Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
Microsoft Teams
Every pupil in the school has their own log in and access to Office 365. It can be through a range of devices, through any browser, on PCs and laptops, and can be downloaded in APP form free of charge for a range of tablets and smart phones. 


If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:

· School has received a batch of issue laptops or tablets and distributed them to families who didn’t have access. 
· All children have access to learning packs. Parents/Carers contact school if they need any further materials. 

How will my child be taught remotely?
Through Microsoft Teams, teachers are setting activities that the children complete and return back for feedback. The activities, in the form of assignments and quizzes, will link to a learning experience such as recorded lessons or linked to a presentation or article to read.  Extra learning websites, assemblies and exercise programs are also shared regularly.
Recorded lessons from the Oak National Academy and White Rose are used throughout the school. The links are put on to Microsoft Teams for the children to access and the teachers will put a corresponding task that the children can complete and return for feedback. Families have the option to upload photographs or videos of their children’s learning activities, this is particularly practical in the Foundation Stage. 
There are some live teaching lessons taking place. These are delivered through Microsoft Teams Meetings. The invitation to the sessions will be found in the calendar section of Teams. The focus of these sessions are fundamentally to have fun and promote well-being. Live sessions will also aim to develop basic skills in arithmetic, grammar and topic work. 
There are printed paper packs produced by teachers (e.g. workbooks, worksheets) that are readily available to every pupil in the school. Parents contact the school and collect new packs when they need them. We currently use many textbooks from CGP; the children have their own comprehension books to use at home.
Pupils have access to reading books from school and parents/Carers are encouraged to collect them from School. Also, online reading books are available from BBC Learning, Virtual School Library, Oxford Owl Reading and Year 6 have access to Reading Plus.

Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
In this section, please set out briefly:
It is expected that all children access learning at home. It is preferred that children access the online learning to ensure that feedback can be given. Alternatively, work packs are available from school. Every year group has a timetable for the online learning through Microsoft Teams. 
It is expected that parents/carers support their child to the best of their ability. School understands that homeschooling is a family challenge and there are many people balancing home schooling with their own work from home. We simply ask parents to try their best.  It is advised that daily routines are established to ensure that regular home learning takes place. Parents/ Carers are welcome to contact school for moral and/or technical support. 


How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
Teaching staff and senior leaders will monitor the amount of online engagement. If there are any families who are seemingly having difficulties in access or completing the learning activities then school will contact them to offer support. 

How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:
When teachers are setting work through the assignments section of Microsoft Teams, the children are able to return the work for feedback. Teaching staff will read the work and provide high quality feedback. There is also an opportunity for work to be celebrated in the posts and positive discussions about the learning are encouraged. Teaching staff will use this information to assess the children’s standard and correctly pitch the next piece of work in the sequence appropriately. 

Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
:
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils. Work packs and online learning that meet the need of individual children are provided. Teachers will use their knowledge of individual children, assessment materials and targets through Individual Education Plans to provide appropriate learning materials for all children including SEND. Bespoke sensory packs have been provided for children with specific needs. 


Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
Individual children who are isolating will, in the short term, receive a work pack from school, linked to the in-class learning.  If self-isolation is prolonged, there will also be access to the online learning materials through Microsoft Teams that closely match, where possible, the learning that is taking place in the classroom. 
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
